* Your current members are the best recruiters. At your next meeting, why not have each
girl sign a Christmas or New Year’s Card for one of their best friends who is not a Girl
Scout. Have them tell their friend what their favorite part of being a Girl Scout is and then
invite her to attend the next meeting. Make sure they include the date, time and location
of the meeting! (Then, you'll want to purchase the extra insurance for that meeting just in
case some girls attend — it's only $5 and has to be done 48 hours in advance — see your
Membership Services Manager for details)
= Conduct a simple competition for the girl who recruits the most friends...then reward that
girl with an add-a-friend patch
» Hold a special movie party specifically for add-a-friends. Admission for current Girl
Scouts is one friend
= And.... Leaders, don't forget that you, too, can add-a-friend in Girl Scouting. Get your
friends involved too!
