Your Delivery Station Manager is a volunteer just like yourself, giving their time,
talent and treasure to help make the cookie program as efficient and fun as
possible. Show respect for yourself and others and be mindful for the need of

appointments and be on time. This affects everyone before, during and after you.

Note: If you are a troop that has an Initial Order pickup at Thomas Transfer or
the Wichita Area Troops pickup locations, be sure to make note of the pickup
date and time you chose during the order process. Check in Smart Cookie if you

are unsure of your choice.

All other troops should receive communications directly from your DSM

regarding the pickup process for that location. If you are unaware of who your

DSM is, contact your Product Program Specialist for that information.
